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The order of the Seder:
1. Light the Candles
Reader: With song and story and the symbols of the Seder, let us renew the memory of our past so that we might know what was freedom and what was slavery. Let the Pesach story continue to be a beacon for justice and freedom for all mankind.
2. We are Jews
Reader: The lighting of the candle symbolizes replenishing life day after day, year after year. Lighting the fire brings back memories of times gone by, of trials and tribulations, of heartache and desire. The story of the Jews is the story of the years of wandering, what is called 'the Diaspora'. Since the Roman times, the Jews were forced to move from country to country - never having their own homeland.

Reader: Each year at Pesach we celebrate the story of the Jews’ fight for freedom from slavery in Egypt. We also use this time of year to remember ALL the fights that Jews have had to be part of to survive. Jews were not allowed to own land. Jews were not allowed to practice their own religion. 

3. We are also members of Humankind
Reader: And just as we have been abused, persecuted and prejudiced against – so are others suffering the same fate.  So we use Pesech to remember and acknowledge the hardships others are forced to endure.

4. Lomir alle in aynem
Reader: Many aspects of our Jewish culture have been lost. The traditions of our forefathers are being forgotten for Dora, Kim Possible and Hannah Montana.  One of the most important parts of our culture is the language of our bubbie and zaddahs - Yiddish. 
This Yiddish song welcomes us to Pesach.

Reader: Throughout this Seder we will drink four cups of wine.  Usually its just grape juice. Every young Jewish child gets drunk for the first time – during Pesech Seder.

Charosis = apples, raisins, wine, nuts, honey – the mortar that glued the bricks together

1st Century B.C. - The first recorded sandwich was by the famous rabbi, Hillel the Elder, who lived during the 1st century B.C. He started the Passover custom of sandwiching a mixture of chopped nuts, apples, spices, and wine between two matzohs to eat with bitter herbs. The filling between the matzohs served as a reminder of the suffering of the Jews before their deliverance from Egypt and represented the mortar used by the Jews in their forced labor of constructing Egyptian buildings. Because he was the first known person to do this, and because of his influence and stature in Palestinian Judaism, this practice was added to the Seder and the Hillel Sandwich was named after him.

Charosis, Maror, Matzoh = Hillel sandwich – and this certainly proves the point – that you’re never too old to learn something  new!

Group: Why is this night different from all other nights?

Reader: For on all other nights we eat either bread or matzah, but on this night we eat only matzah. This is to remind us of the exodus from Egypt when our ancestors could only take unleavened bread.

15. Four Questions:
#1.
Reader: The wise child asks: "What are the testimonies, laws and behaviors that we can learn?" - Deuteronomy 6:20
Reader: With him or her you discuss the nature of freedom and justice and the observations of Pesach. He or she shall begin to work out his or her own ideas as to the meaning of Pesach. With him or her you may write or live a new Haggadah from year to year.

Group: It is wise people who want to know the service, it is theirs to do.
#2.

Reader: The skeptical child asks "Of what use is this observance and service to you?" Exodus 12:26
Reader: It is because of what the Lord did for ME when I went forth from Egypt - 'for me' that is, and not 'for you'.... for had YOU been there, you would not have known redemption. To you, not him, because he takes himself out of the collective body, he denies the community of man. He has forgotten that freedom is everybody's business.

Group: The skeptical (wicked) one withdraws himself from anything beyond himself, and thus, from his own redemption.
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#3.

Reader: The simple child asks "What is this all about?" Exodus 13:14

Reader: With a mighty arm God freed us from Egypt, from the house of bondage. We tell the simple child that we are remembering that long ago in another country our families were forced to work as slaves. They rebelled and became free men and women. Now we are celebrating this freedom.

Group: To the person of open simplicity, give a straightforward answer, for "the Torah of God makes wise the simple." Psalm 19:7

#4.

Reader: To the child who is too young to ask questions, you should explain without waiting for him or her to ask. This is the story of how our ancestors left Egypt. In time, we will learn the true meaning of Pesach.
Reader: You shall tell your child on that day, saying "This is because of what the Lord did for me when I went free from Egypt" Exodus 13:8
16. More on the story of the Jews leaving Egypt (in honor of Chuck Heston R.I.P.)
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Let’s recollect and contemplate the irony of Charleton Heston.  Here was a shiksa, gun toting red-blooded American who made his career playing Jews, Indians and good guys.  Heston exemplified the imperialistic, chauvinistic, gun toting capitalistic notion of America.  Yet he was most famous for Moses.
And isn’t that saying something about our country?  We’re made up all sorts of wonderful people – but lots of bad people as well. 
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This is our first seder with Obama as our president. What greater symbolism do we have to celebrate – than our first black president?

17. Same sex marriages
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There’s another kind of revolution going on, and it’s happening here in our city of San Francisco.

People will be able to marry whomever they want – when they want.  What a notion!
Our Mayor is fighting to make this happen, even if the fascists and religious nuts are trying to prevent this most basic of human rights.

That’s enough of a reason o elect him Governor – if you ask me!
